e (Created a grassroots to grasstops strategy that resulted in reducing the number of adults cut from TennCare health
coverage, from 323,000 to 170,000 (2005)

e Initiated premium assistance program for Tennessee’s high-risk pool, Access TN (2006)

e CoverKids (S-CHIP) dental & vision benefit expansion (2007)

e Won patients’ rights through improved hospital charity care policy (2007)

e Helped with reauthorization of S-CHIP (2009)
